	· All entrants/Judges/Officials/Guns/ Estate staff to be informed that all correspondence will be undertaken electronically or via telecommunications.

· All schedules advertised electronically or sent via Email. Contained within the schedule will be a statement to Entrants highlighting their obligation to comply with any Govt Regs including self- isolation requirements and local lockdown legislation.
· Entries received via Email or FOSSE system. (no paper entries)
· Payment electronically via SFTA account or FOSSE (no cash or cheque.)

· A “COVID” method statement will be issued electronically to all attending prior to the Trial date along with the draw. This will reiterate person(s) or any person within their house- hold displaying Covid-19 related symptoms or having tested positive for Covid-19 must not attend. Any person(s) subject to a local lockdown within their home area must not attend. Any person(s) found in contravention of the above will be barred entry to The Trial ground.
· Field Trial Cards will be issued electronically prior to the trial (no paper on day)

· All entrants/Judges/Officials/Guns/Estate staff to provide their own PPE. Spares will be provided by SFTA.

· No spectators to assist with minimizing numbers. Entrants with two dogs will be permitted assistance from one other person from within their own household.

· Person(s) attending should travel in their own vehicles.

	· A nominated person known as “COVID” Compliance Officer will

        monitor proceedings on the day (visible by Yellow tabard)
1. Note details of those attending for the purpose of “Test and Trace” 

2. Maintain the details and destroy after 21 day.

3. Maintain Incident book

4. Maintain a supply of PPE namely Masks, Disposable gloves, Wipes
         and Hand sanitizer.

· All person(s) attending will be allocated a parking space in order to maximise safe separation.
· Briefings will be given at a safe distance to incorporate the use of PPE, sanitizers etc.

· All persons to maintain safe separation and minimal contact at all times.

· Current Govt and Local Authority guidelines to be maintained and strictly adhered to
· Where the need to “confer” manifests itself such as Judges or Steward of the beat then the use of PPE and safe operating distances must be adhered to.

· To minimize cross transference:

1.  Personal radios only will be used.
2.  Game Carriers and not Game bags will be utilized.  Sufficient 
       supply of disposable gloves to be issued to judges and Game 
       carriers, enough to deal with each competitor’s run. 
3.  Personal food and liquid to be carried,

4.  No vehicles to be used during Trial

5.  Competitors to bring their own means of identification/armband.

6.  Guns must provide their own cartridges and only carry their own 
       shotguns.

7.  Judges to provide their own judges books etc

8.  Gates to be opened and shut by one person wearing disposable  

       gloves.

	· To minimise both cross and trace contamination:

1. Field Trial Secretary to expeditiously obtain result from Judges maintain safe separation. No lunch to be taken.
2. Awards presentation kept to minimum both in time and scale.

3. No Trophies to be presented.

4. All expenses and Gratuities to be issued electronically.

5. Judges critique to be undertaken electronically.

6. Prize Certificates to be sent onwards (with date on envelope) at a later date.

7. Tidy up to be undertaken by Field Trial Secretary utilising appropriate PPE.
